European ESG Template (EET) — Lessons
Learned from the First PAl Reporting for
the Year 2022

Art. 4 SFDR investors (e.g., EU life insurers, pension funds or AIFMs with more than 500
employees) have to publish their first detailed Principal Adverse Impact Statement
(PAIS) based on the Annex | DR 2022/1288 on their websites no later than on 30 June
2023 for the PAl reference period 1.1.2022 - 31.12.2022. For this purpose, such investors
would usually collect the relevant PAI data from their target funds via the European
ESG Template (EET). EET is an EU wide market standard for the exchange of regulatory
ESG data between fund and ESG regulated EU investors.

Complex, dynamically evolving ESG regulations combined with a highly technical EET
template with 600+ datapoints and a general scarcity of data for alternative assets
might be quite challenging for the alternative investment market in the first year of the
PAl reporting via EETs.
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In the webinar Jegor Tokarevich will present the key lessons learned after engaging with
1000+ illiquid funds this year including collecting, validating, and providing feedback

on received EETs. The webinar will cover both perspectives, the GP perspective when
generating an EET as well as the LP perspective when (not) receiving, validating, and
aggregating the EET.
